Reading at Silverdale School  

Some children will be bringing the same reader home 

several nights in succession.  They will be practising 

some of the skills below, and once they are able to 

read the book with mastery of these skills they will 

move on to another book.   

Some nights they will bring different books home; this 

will be because at the first reading they were able to 

read the book with the necessary skills.  

It is important that they learn to become as 

independent as possible, so if your child makes a 

mistake or cannot read a wo rd, PAUSE before 

helping.  Let them attempt to work the word out by 

themselves.  If they are struggling, give them the 

word.  

Enjoy your time listening to your child read.  They will 

respond to this with a feeling of confidence and will 

want to read.  

Teache rs are working very thoroughly on each text, 

teaching the children to:  

¶ Read with expression and fluency  

¶ Retell a story in sequence  

¶ Learn some aspect of word study, e.g. endings 

of words  

¶ Instantly recognise basic sight words that occur 

in the book  

¶ Read with  self-monitoring skills, i.e. self -correct 

when errors are made, make an independent 

attempt when faced with an unknown word  

Guidelines Around Reading At Home  

¶ Find a time that suits everyone.  

¶ Make it an enjoyable, fun, stress free time.  

¶ Find a nice, quiet place. Itõs a great time to 

have a cuddle.  

¶ Praise, praise, praise you child and celebrate 

their success.  

¶ Model reading to your children - if they see you 

reading and you explain why you are reading it will give them more meaning.  

¶ It is ok for books that co me home to be easy for your children.

Helpful Hints for Reluctant Readers...  

If your child doesnõt want to read - 

¶ Look at the pictures. Can they retell the story to you?  

¶ Connect the story to their own life experience.  

¶ Take turns. You read a page and then your child can read a page.  

¶ You can read the story to them, modelling fluency or punctuation.  

¶ Keep it up beat and f un. Reading needs to be enjoyable!  

 

Union Meeting  

On Tuesday 19 June at 2.00pm some of our teachers will be attending a union meeting to 

discuss the upcoming contract negotiations. These meetings will be update meetings 

discussing how the campaign is prog ressing and what is happening in negotiations.  They 

will be the time that teachers will make decisions about our next steps in the campaign. 

They are also an opportunity to show the government that we are serious about this 

campaign. This meeting is takin g place at City Impact Church, East Coast Bay. Teacher 

recruitment data shows there is a crisis looming in education. The number of people 

enrolling in teacher education courses is declining, 40% of new teachers leave the 

profession in their first five yea rs, and more experienced teachers are leaving before 

retirement. Many Principals are choosing to leave the profession early as well.  

Fortunately our school has not been affected, but nationwide the availability of teachers is 

declining. This is not good ne ws for your child/children. We all want well trained, skilled, 

passionate teachers in every classroom. Children also need high quality relieving teachers, 

skilled, energetic principals and competent support staff. Our school has these now, but we 

worry tha t if nation -wide trends continue, Silverdale will be impacted by the shortage.  

Over the next few months teachers and principals will be negotiating our new employment 

agreements. We will be focusing on improvements to attract and retain the best and 

bright est teachers to work with our children. That means competitive pay, but also freeing 

up teachers and principals from paperwork and compliance, so that they have more time 

to focus on every childõs learning. 

Please support us in trying to improve the profes sion, because if we can do that, weõll 

achieve an improved education for your child.
